HOME/VISITOR JERSEY COLORS: Home teams Saturday will be the teams in the Cheney pool.  The Home 
teams will wear white jerseys and sit to the right of the scorers’ table. 
 
ALL TOURNAMENT TEAM: The Cardinal Classic will recognize (8) boys and (8) girls as All Tournament Teams. 
Each boys and girls coach will submit three players from their team worthy of All Tournament based on their 
play in the two pool games. A committee of volunteers will select an All-Tournament team based on the 
coach’s nominations and their observations. Medals will be sent to each school. There will not be a ceremony 
following the tournament Saturday night. 
 
TOWELS: Towels will not be furnished at the tournament. 
 
LOCKER ROOMS: We have eight locker rooms.  Locker rooms will be assigned upon arrival.  Locker rooms will 
be cleaned between uses. We strongly encourage you to use a valuables bag, as we will not be held 
responsible for lost items.   
 
INTRODUCTIONS: Starters and coaches of both teams will be introduced on an alternate basis prior to the 
start of each Varsity game. 
 
CLOCK: Varsity games will have a 20 minute warmup and 10 minute halftime. JV games will have a 15 minute 
warmup and 7 minute halftimes. A running clock will be used in the 4th quarter when a 30 point differential is 
reached in all games. 
 
HOSPITALITY ROOM: We will have a hospitality room for coaches, workers, sponsors, and administration in 
our FACS room (across the hall from MS gym) on Saturday. It will be much different this year, with 
prepackaged snacks and drinks only. 
 
CONCESSIONS: Will be available in the Commons area for students to get snacks and drinks. 
 
ATHLETIC TRAINER: Will be available for all games held at Cheney 
 
OFFICIALS LOCKER: Varsity officials will use the high school weight room for a locker area. Junior Varsity 
officials will use the MS Laundry room for a locker. 
  



BASKETBALL COVID CONSIDERATIONS 

• Visiting teams are to temp check players before traveling. 

• Visiting cheer teams allowed with a maximum of 8 on the floor (west baseline) 

• Coaches and players are to wear masks on the bench.  

• Hand sanitizer will be available for players substituting in and out of games. 

• Separate ball racks will be used by each team 

• Team benches will be cleaned after each game 

• The game ball will be cleaned after each quarter 

• Games will begin with the visiting team possession, not a jump ball. 

• Pregame and postgame handshakes are not to be used. Teams will find an
