The materials presented 
below are reading intervention materials for the districts’ MTSS program.  Mr. Peine and a group of teachers 
previewed and recommended the intervention materials.  Consultation was also made with the KSDE /TASN team 
prior to the final selection. The total for all materials is $30,382.20.
